They recommended contacting Steve Barber in the Road Safety Team to arrange for a new post to be fitted.

	Village matters:
1. An update was received from NNC on the unauthorised traveller’s site.
1. An update was received on the Hare. The Parish Council had provided a letter of support to the working party in connection with the grant process.
1. A report was received on Loddington’s 80th anniversary of D-Day celebrations. Residents were thanked for their support in creating the number ‘80’ for the drone picture. Thanks were given to all involved, in particular, Cllr Simson for planning and organising the event and to Jake Billing for capturing the event using his drone.
1. Cllr Reneerkens provided an update on his Police Liaison role, advising that the newly elected Police Fire & Crime Commissioner (Danielle Stone) was now in office. There will be a PLR conference on 25 June, which Cllr Reneerkens will attend.  No notifications have been received via Northamptonshire Talking of any crimes or issues in our area.
1. Cllr Lamb provided an update on joint initiatives with the school for the Loddfest Bake-off. 
1. An update was received on Highways issues. Cllr Reneerkens had attended a site meeting with Ben Wright (Kier Manager) on 9th May to raise further concerns about the poor state of our roads.  Some repairs have since been carried out, but others are still outstanding.  Defects are reported as and when they become apparent by the Highways Officer.
