	Public session: 
The clerk reported that she had received communication from residents relating to:
i. Road repairs on Orton Hill, which NNC Councillors were now dealing with.
ii. Problems with Gigaclear attempting to excavate a trench of a private driveway when residents had not requested the fibre broadband. This matter has now been resolved.
A resident in attendance enquired whether replacement plaques could be placed on the memorial trees planted on Harrington Road. LPC agreed to look into this further-JM/HF.

vii. Further outstanding invoices were approved:
[bookmark: _Hlk102648396]Spendlove Contracting £499.20 - garage door/ boundary fence repairs/pitch marking/wall brackets.
Spendlove Contracting £2580.00 – path widening to provide rear access, it was noted that four quotes were sought and only two provided and this was most competitive.
viii. The clerk reported that the insurance with Came and Company on a long-term renewal plan to 31 May 2022 was coming to an end and that she was awaiting renewal quotes. It was agreed for this to be dealt with by correspondence.
ix. The clerk continued to experience problems with the Parish laptop, it was mainly only now works as a tablet.  A new laptop was authorised last May however repairs undertaken have kept it going until now. Expenditure up to £600 was approved.
x. The clerk provided an update on changing banks, referring to her report. It was decided to wait until after the Cransley Road public hearing before changing banks.


	22/11
	There were no applications for co-option.


	22/12
	Progress reports from previous meetings:
i. Cllr Durn provided an update on NCC application relating to the proposed war memorial advising that NNC will send a written response by 20 May 2022. The clerk reported that following a further article in the Messenger there had been no further communication from residents. This item would be included in the July agenda-JM.
ii. The clerk advised that all work required has been undertaken on the first phase of the AMP and that all assets and services had been identified.
iii. The most economical first aid training is the 3-hour session (£250) offered by Community Heartbeat. The clerk has made some enquiries regarding timing and participator numbers. It was agreed to gauge opinion through the Messenger, notice board and jubilee events. Clerk to check if this course be suitable for children-JM.
iv. The new bin has now been installed next to the PC notice board. Clerk awaiting invoice however expenditure had already been approved.


	22/13
	Village matters:
i. It was agreed that Cllr Ablett should disband the original LDVG.  All volunteers were thanked for giving up their time to help others during the pandemic.  It was agreed that there was still a need for a volunteer group.  LDVG volunteers would be asked if they still wished to help and an update would be included in the Messenger-AA/JM.
ii. As Cllr Finch was not in attendance this item was deferred until the next meeting.
iii. Expenditure up to £40 was approved for the purchase of a metal lockable post box.


	22/14
	Planning applications: 
i. Cllr Ablett was proposed as Chairman by Cllr Durn and seconded by Cllr Reneerkens. Committee members would remain.
ii. Cllr Ablett provided an update on a new planning application at Sterling Court, where there had been no concerns relating to the application.
iii. Cllr Ablett provided an update on existing planning applications noting that there had been correspondence relating to Loddington Coppice regarding recent road conditions.
iv. Cllr Durn raised concerns about the increase in what appeared to be abandoned vehicles at Loddington Lodge. Cllr Ablett would discuss this with NNC-AA
v. LPC wished to raise awareness of the NN Strategic Plan Scope and Issues consultation period which started on 28 March and will close on 23 May.


	22/15
	Playing Field Report;
i. The repairs to the outfield fencing had been completed and new nets installed. Overgrown areas had been cut back. Lights had been replaced in the pavilion. A full list of Cricket fixtures had been published on the website and on the notice board.
A resident asked whether it was possible to install a movable banner at the back of the playing field reminder dog owners to clear up dog mess, this would be considered -AD.
ii. Pitchpower had been provided with details of the ground. LPC require confirmation that the grant would cover the whole of the ground and not just for the football pitch.
iii. A new lease agreement had been given to the Cricket Club. Awaiting a response.
iv. Approval was given to increase rental fees to £10 per hour.
v. As Cllr Finch was not in attendance this item was deferred until the next meeting.
vi. Councillors had been asked to come along with their suggestions to utilise pavilion refurbishment reserves, £8,000 less £2,580 for groundwork at rear so £5,420 was available. Laptop may have to reduce this further. Cllr Durn suggested to provide storage facility for existing equipment in the form of a steel garage, which would free up space in existing garage. Cllr Ablett felt that female changing rooms must be considered. Cllr Reneerkens thought the steel garage and remodelling the existing garage to female changing facilities was a good idea. Costs of storage would be explored further -AD.
vii. Berry Bros carried out the compliance work for the recreation ground. LPC are currently working with Wilson Brown to have the land registered with Land registry. Cost approximately £600, which has been previously approved.
