Report to the Annual Meeting – May 2023

I indicated at the last AGM that I would resign from the Parish Council at this meeting but due to circumstances and numbers of Councillors, I have decided to remain for at least another year.
The Council had one member resign during the year and replaced with Mark Reneerkens. A special thanks to Hannah for her work as Vice Chair and her dedicated time on the working party re the Travellers.

I would also like to take this opportunity to thank all the Councillors, Village officers and all those who have volunteered their time to support the village. This includes:
[bookmark: _Hlk70261507]Mark Reneerkens: Neighbourhood Watch, Litter Warden, and Police Liaison Officer. Mark has ensured that the council and the village is kept aware of all known threats that the village may need to protect against.
Alice Ablett: Chairing the Planning Committee, reviewing planning applications related to the Village. 
Robert Durn: Footpath Officer who has gone through some training with some help.
[bookmark: _Hlk70261991]Phil Sutcliffe: Tree Warden. Parts of Loddington are in a Conservation area and other areas have substantial number of trees which have ‘Tree Protection Orders’ Work to be conducted on trees must obtain planning permission from North Northants Council.
Kate Reneerkens: Highways. This is not an easy task. Pressure on Highways has produced some results.
Heidi Faulkner and Sara Neville: Support, innovative ideas, projects, and funding opportunities.
The Parish Council is working with Loddington School on various projects.
The council holds meetings in public six times a year covering several key areas. 
All councillors are volunteers and give their time freely.
The Trustees of the Poor’s Land Charity are currently Mrs Bea Martin and myself. 
The Parish Council organise the traditional Village Annual Fireworks display and is in the process of holding the Coronation event in the Recreation ground on Sunday the 7TH May.
We are careful in letting out the Pavilion and its ground, so it does not take away funding from other village organisations which in turn limits funding for the facility.
The Recreation Ground was acquired in 1948, firstly for Village functions, and then recreational activity which includes Football and Cricket. If anyone suggests that other activities should be included, the Parish Council will consider it.
We have continued improving the grounds and upgrading the Pavilion. I would like to thank the members of the Cricket Club who have kept the grounds in tiptop condition.

Notification of Public Inquiry to determine the appeal against refusal of planning application
 
Ref. APP/L2820/W/20/3249281 & 3240989 

The Public Inquiry, adjourned in November 2021 after 2 days, resumed on Tuesday 17th May 2022 for a further 8 days. The Inspectors decision was that the Travellers lost the appeal due to the comprehensive work provided by both the Parish Council and North Northants Council.

The decision was, Travellers to leave by the 1st March 2023 and two months to rectify the site.

NNC Officers have completed files in conjunction with the Inspectors report and submitted to NNC legal. Process moved to the courts, awaiting court hearing date.

The Parish Council would not be able to do all this work without the efforts of our Parish Clerk, Jane Mann. Jane’s contract is based on so many hours per week but volunteers more time to cover all the work she does.
