v. The Clerk provided an update on Community bank accounts. It was agreed that she would first approach HSBC about their charity account. If this were unsuccessful, she would contact the Natwest regarding their community bank account.
vi. SLCC membership subscription was approved.

	Platinum Jubilee Celebrations: (by way of a further public session)
i. An update on ideas and suggestions already put forward by village groups and residents was provided.
ii. In addition, the village coffee morning would be held in the village hall on the morning of Thursday 2nd and a horse chestnut tree would be planted in the churchyard.
iii. The formation of a sub-committee to organise and plan the event was approved. Their next meeting would be on Friday 11th March. Full details of all events would be published in the Messenger and on the website.
iv. It was reported that the afternoon tea would be funded by the Knit & Natter group and the Village Hall Committee. A budget of £500 was set for other expenditure: refreshments in the pavilion, village bunting, competition prizes and a keepsake for village children or the planting of a tree or bulbs.

	Progress reports from previous meetings:
i. Thank you to the Hare for agreeing to site the clothing bank in their car park. The Clerk would contact the First Responders to arrange this.
ii. Nine residents attended the defibrillator training. It was felt that the basic first aid training course may be more popular, so it was agreed for clerk to make relevant arrangements.
iii. Cllr Durn provided an update on the NCC application for the war memorial advising that an NNC planner was visiting Loddington on 17 March. It was reiterated that this has not yet been approved. It was agreed to include another article in the Messenger to gauge opinion, including a picture.
iv. The clerk advised that she had applied for the Asset Mapping Project grant of £233. She had subscribed to Parish Online and had completed training. The working group had met and would now start the data gathering exercise.

	Village matters:
i. Cllr Durn provided an update on collaborating with the school on a litter competition organised by Mark Reneerkens, LPC Litter Warden. Funding for the litter banner was approved £58.90, along with £40 for four prizes and Mark Reneerkens was thanked.
ii. Cllr Reneerkens advised that she had not attended any further Police Liaison meetings. The clerk mentioned that she was disappointed that no firm schedule could be provided for the beat bus initiative. A resident raised concerns over speeding and heavy lorries in the village. Cllr Reneerkens would pass these concerns to her contact.
iii. Cllr Neville provided some further detail on her survey to obtain resident’s views and the use of a suggestions box. The issue of the survey in August was approved.
iv. Mark Reneerkens, the litter warden provided an update on village litter and a litter pick was arranged for Sunday 3rd April between 10.30 am and noon. The Parish Council would provide refreshments.
v. Cllr Durn advised that he had attended the AGM of the Village Hall Committee. They are looking for new Trustees.
vi. Cllrs Ablett and Neville reported that following the pandemic that there was still a need for assistance to some residents. It was agreed that this should continue in some capacity. Further details will be provided at the next meeting.

	Planning applications:
i. The Chair provided an update on the status of existing planning applications. There were concerns regarding the state of the road relating to building work at Loddington Coppice, which would be reported to Planning and Highways.
ii. There were no comments made on the tree work application in Parklands Close.
iii. It was agreed to support Great Cransley Parish Council by writing to NNC and Cllr Hakewill regarding work on the Toucan crossing -planning application 2020/0891.

	Playing Field Report:
i. The Playing Field Manager provided an update on maintenance, improvements and usage of the playing field and pavilion. He referred to a quote for groundwork to improve the back of the pavilion. It was agreed to consider this further at the next meeting when a further quote for comparison had been obtained.
ii. Following attendance at the Cricket Club meeting the rental agreement, which was currently on a 3-year rolling contract would be redrafted and circulated to Councillors.
iii. The defibrillator installed by the Cricket Club at the Pavilion was now operational.
iv. The Playing Field Manager provided some detail on a grant that he had applied for from Pitch Power. £25,000 was available over a 5-year period. He had obtained a quote for groundwork to the pitch which could come under this grant. It was unsure as to whether this could be used on the building groundwork too.
v. No further action had been taken with regards female changing facilities.
vi. It was agreed that the Parish Council would contribute 50% towards heavy duty netting that will be in place to protect cars and people from stray cricket balls.

ii. The Clerk advised that CILCA training would begin on 22 March. The Parish Council agreed to undertake to support CILCA training and approve additional hours for the Clerk, limited to 10 hours per month. The learning agreement was signed.
