	Public session: 
i. It was noted that written apologies had been received from a resident regarding confetti scattered after the recent wedding in the village.
ii. A resident reported that she had not been able to access the agenda. The clerk explained that the agenda and minutes were now on the facing tab as the free website had capacity limits.
iii. It was reported that a vehicle had been abandoned on Main Street and this was causing an obstruction. Cllr M Reneerkens would follow this up.
iv. Concerns were raised about streetlighting. Cllr K Reneerkens would follow this up.
v. A PCC member queried whether the PCC’s request for funding was being considered. The Chair responded advising that next year’s budget was being considered by Councillors.
vi. Concerns were raised regarding the limitations of the current website in that we were not able to publicise that Gigaclear were sponsoring the pavilion internet. This may lead to charges for their service. This sponsorship would be advertised in the Messenger. The clerk advised that due to other website limitations that the budget had included some new website costs.
vii. Congratulations were received following a successful fireworks evening. Some concerns were raised regarding visibility of wardens, exiting the playing fields and parking issues.
viii. A resident raised their concerns regarding property owners of grade 2 listed buildings carrying out substantial repairs to their properties without obtaining relevant planning permissions.

v. An update was received on Highways issues. Two faulty streetlights have been fixed with two others now awaiting attention. It is hoped to get confirmation that dangerous sections of the road between Loddington and Kettering will be scheduled for resurfacing. The bollard at pinch point in Harrington Road has been replaced and road markings have been repainted to improve conspicuity.
